APPEARANCE STANDARDS
We have the same rules for boys and girls.

of this standard.

¢ Jewellery may not be worn apart from a watch and small, stud earrings - no hoops.

Only clear nail

polish is allowed. Artificial nails/eye lashes are not allowed.
