¢ Dark business suit (dark grey, dark navy, black or charcoal) of conventional design or smart tailored, full
length trousers (not black jeans, leggings, black sweat pants, anything skin-tight or of shiny material)
with matching jacket of conventional pattern. Jackets to have buttons, not zips. Tweed is not allowed.

¢ Plain V-neck sweaters (not sweatshirts or sweaters with logos etc.) These must be dark in colour.
¢ Shoes - black leather, conventional design; not trainers or canvas. Boots are not permitted.
¢ Winter coats of one dark colour, without logos, with no fur trim on hood or cuffs.

¢ In cold weather, scarves are allowed. These must be the school scarf or plain in colour - black or dark
grey and must be removed in lesson time and for assembly.
