THE SPORTS DEPARTMENT

The Sports Department at RGS Surrey Hills comprises four
dedicated members of teaching staff supported by two teaching
assistants and the wider academic team for Games afternoons.
The department is ambitious, collaborative and central to the life
of the school, delivering both high-quality academic Physical
Education and a broad, inclusive co-curricular sports
programme.

The department benefits from excellent facilities. These include
a modern Sports Hall with an integrated cardiovascular fitness
suite, a separate Strength and Conditioning gym, and a dedicated
PE academic classroom for GCSE and post-16 study. Outdoors,
pupils have access to extensive on site sports grounds including
football pitches, cricket squares, a multi-use games area
(MUGA), tennis courts and netball courts. These facilities enable
a diverse and dynamic sporting provision across the academic
year.

PE classes are small, allowing for high-quality coaching, individual
feedback and strong pupil-teacher relationships. At Key Stage 3,
pupils develop physical literacy, core skills and tactical
understanding across a wide range of activities. Academic PE
pathways begin at Key Stage 4, where pupils study GCSE or
vocational Sport qualifications, with opportunities to continue
into post-16 study. The curriculum is designed to balance
participation, performance, leadership and academic rigour,
ensuring that all pupils can progress confidently regardless of
starting point.

The department is committed to promoting high standards of
behaviour, sportsmanship and teamwork, supporting pupils’
physical development alongside their resilience, confidence and
character. Sport at RGS Surrey Hills plays a vital role in the
holistic development of every pupil and contributes significantly
to the school’'s wider ethos of ambition, inclusivity and personal
growth.

DIRECTIONS

Victorian manor built in 1883, and offers a peaceful, spacious
setting where students can learn, explore and grow. Located
just outside the village of Mickleham and minutes from Dorking
and Leatherhead, RGS Surrey Hills enjoys easy access from the
A24 and M25 and is well connected by road and rail.

Dorking station is a 5-minute
drive from the school, while Leatherhead is approximately 10
minutes away by car or taxi.

The 465 bus route between Kingston and Dorking stops in
Mickleham, just a I-minute walk from the school. Other local
bus routes connect the surrounding villages and towns,
including Leatherhead and Guildford.
